This punishment is most 
commonly given for fouls and handballs. 

b. A player is in an offside position if he is in such a position as to be able to 
play or receive a ball legally. There must be two opposition players in 
front of an attacking player when the ball is played to him by a team 
mate. 
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c. A player is in an offside position if he is closer to the opponent’s goal line 
than both: the ball and the second-to-last defender, but only if the player 
is in his opponent’s half of the field of play.
