VOCABULARY 
 

 ANTHEM: a usually rousing popular song that typifies or is identified with a particular 

football team -> himno  

 CHANT: (noun) a rhythmic or repetitious slogan, usually spoken or sung by sports 

supporters/ (verb) To intone a rhythmic or repetitious slogan -> canto, cántico/ corear 

 BOO: (noun) an exclamation of disapproval or dissatisfaction during a football match/ 

(verb) To express disapproval or dissatisfaction -> abucheo/ abuchear 

 CHEER: (noun) a shout of encouragement/ (verb) To give shouts of approval to 

encourage a team  -> grito de ánimo / aclamar, vitorear, animar  

 CLAP: to strike the palms of one’s hands together -> aplaudir 

 WAVE: anything that suggests the movement of a wave -> ola (en estadios de fútbol) 

 BANNER: a long strip of flexible material displaying a slogan and suspended between 

two points -> pancarta, cartel 

 HORN: noisemaker operated by blowing or squeezing a hollow rubber ball -> bocina 

 SCARF: a long strip of cloth worn around the neck -> bufanda 

 STANDS: a raised section of seats for spectators -> gradas 

 TURNSTILE: a mechanical gate or barrier with metal arms that are turned to admit one 

person at a time, usually in one direction only -> control de acceso 
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
